S.0.2320(E).—Whereas the Central Government had issued “Solar Photovoltaics, Systems,
Devices and Components Goods (Requirements for Compulsory Registration) Order, 2017 vide
5.0. 2920(E) dated 5th September, 2017 for six products included in the Schedule with the date of coming
into force with effect from 5th September, 2018. And whereas, after having discussions with the various
stakeholders including the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS), the date of coming into force of the said Order
was advanced to 16th April, 2018 on the condition of self-certification by manufacturers for products at
SI. No. 1-3 in the schedule annexed to the order applicable till 30th June, 2018 published in Gazette of India
notified on 16th April, 2018 vide S.0O. 1602(E), which was revised vide S.0. 2183(E) published in Gazette
of India on 30.05.2018.

2. And whereas, the industry had sought more time for compliance to the order and whereas the
issues involved were discussed with related stakeholders, the self-certification was extended to
4th September, 2018 vide S.0. 3449(E) published in Gazette of India on 13.07.2018, which was further
extended to 20th September 2018 for all products listed in the order vide S.0. No. 4787(E) published in
Gazette of India on 12th September 2018, and further to IstJanuary 2019 vide S.0. 5259(E) dated
12.10.2018 for all items with dates of implementation indicated against each product in the schedule
annexed. Further, whereas the series guidelines for inverters were in the process of preparation, the self-
certification relaxation for inverters (items 4-5) was further extended by six months i.e. up to 30th June 2019
vide 8.0. 46(E) published in Gazette of India on 4.01.2019. In the case of SPV Module, the date of self-
certification was extended from 1.01.2019 to 31.03.2019 vide S.0. No. 861(E) published in Gazette of India
on 13.02.2019 subject to the condition that such manufacturers/developers had submitted their SPV Modules
to test laboratories before 31.10.2018.

3. And whereas, considering the series guidelines for inverters are in the process of finalization
for approval, the self- certification for inverters (items 4-5) for those manufacturers who have valid IEC and
test reports from international test labs corresponding to IS specified in the said order stands extended from
30.6.2019 to 30.9.2019 for smooth implementation of the order.
